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THE SCIENCE OF SPORTS LAW NATIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL SPORTS -
SPORTS JUSTICE

The conclusions of the above mentioned Congress, presented by Professor J. Nafziger
(University of Willamette - USA) are as follows:
The Congress -internationally organized for the first time- is both a turning and historic
point in Sports Law.
Its thematic area was multifarious. The communications were about the legal aspects of
Sports relevant to both the national law and the international Sport rules and
organizations.
During the Congress was attempted a certain division of Sports Law n a stricto sensu
Sports Law and in Law and Sports in a wider sense. There were also examined thw
sport unions which are divided in those whose nature is directly related to Sports Law
and those which although they have a different nature (a commercial nature for
instance), they are related to sport matters.
Sports Law was differentiated from the common law. Sports and Law in Europe were
also examined. Therefore the scientific boundaries of Sports, as Sports Law in Europe,
should be set up, taking into consideration the new circumstances and in the frame of
this brand new field.
It was acknowledged that morality in Sports, as well as the doping and the violence
problems, concern Sports Low.
Their nature is quite multifarious, consisted of moral, penal and disciplinary aspects.
Labour relations in Sports, in the light of Law, present an important jurisprudence
although the will of the sportlegislator is completely different.
The general conclusions of the Congress are as follows:
a. There exists a strong necessity to the national rules concerning Sports be
harmonized with the rules of the international organizations. At this point, a proposal of
an international Sport Organization, in the model of the UN, a sport UN, which would
legislate for the international sports and would contribute to the observance of the
international sport order through some special international Sport and disciplinary
courts, was discussed.

There exists a huge jurisprudence covering a wide area of problems and disputes which

consists a precious guide for Sports Law and for the legal systems of sports throughout

the different countries.

b. Sports should not be commercialized. Sport is the right to the development of the
personality, it is leisure, it is covilization and contributes to the development of both
social and friendly relations. Sport should be part of the human values and rights.

c. Especially the Greek participants proposed the necessity of a steady sport juridical

substructure, consisted of special sections and of a procejeral regime resolving all

problems and disputes arising in Sports.
