RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS IN THE SPORT PROCESS

A large number of experts and scientists throughout the world came to Greece
to participate in the Second International Congress on Sports Law held at the
Olympic Academy in Ancient Olympia on October 29-31.

RESULTS

The following are included in the conclusions or results presented by the .LA.S.L.
Vice-President, Professor Luc Silance at the three-day Congress.

a) In amateur or professional sPorts activities, the major element is ETHICS on
the basis of which sports obtain a special or particular profile as an element of
civilization internationally. In this sense, participation in sports activities in a
professional or amateur capacity is made possible.

The negative phenomena such as Doping, Violence, Bribery, drive away ethics
and damage the social and cultural profile of sports. The problem is how we can
confront these phenomena from their legal side because there are gaps,
omissions and sometimes penal hypertrophy in relative laws.

The negative phenomena can be confronted best through direct controls and
severe measures, providing for disciplinary punishment and the prolonged or
extended indefinitly lifting of athletic or sporting privileges the deprivation of
participation in sports or athletic activities.

b) The right to sports should be consolidated legislatively for all the social
groups of the population throught the world on the basis of the constitutional
texts of UNESCO and the Council of Europe.

The rights of athletes in sports activity should be protected, with Simultaneous
regulation of the obligations of the natural persons of Sports. The limitations
should only be applied if a serious reason is presented and only if absolutely
necessary.

In the structure of sports, the united sector facilitates the coordination of sports
activities and their relation to the central administration on a national level with
simultaneous national coties. Strategic programming and contemporary
administrative systems are required.

c) The problem concerning athletic disputes complicated, as it may be with
regards to financial, administrative and athletic relations should be confronted
through special athletic courts of a jurisdictional and disciplinary nature. The role
of arbitration is also important especially in financial disputes of particular
importance in the contribution of the International Arbiration Court of Sports,
which should enjoy complete independence.

d) Proposals

B The establishment of an International Organization in the Framework of the
United Nations (U.N.) - Sports U.N. to supervise and control athletic or sports
order throughout the world, with international legislative jurisdiction on
international sports.

B The formulation of an international Code of Sports Law And Sports behaviour
- an International Corpus Juris Athletiki.



The incorporation of Sports Law as a major course in university Law Schools,
physical Education Departments and special courses for sports judges.
