NICE, FRANCE, 9-11/12/1994

SPORTS DISPUTES WITHIN WORLD OF SPORTS, RESOLUTION AND
PERSPECTIVES

The third International Congress on Sports Law held in Nice, France on 9-
11/12/1994, by the International Association of Sports Law, which is registered in
Greece.

A.- The Subject of the Congress was as follows:

«Sports Disputes Within World Of Sports, Resolution And Perspectives».
The Congress was attended by Scientists coming from all over the world, who
have been particularly

involved in Sports Law, both in theory and in practice. From Greece, there was a
great number of participants, since the Greek Language was one of the three
languages.

In the Congress, the following were set out and discussed:

a.- The definition of sports disputes, their nature and classification.

b.- Time, as an important consideration in the Sports Trial.

c.- Systems regarding the administration of justice within the framework of the
sports activity.

d.- Disputes arising in Professional Sports.

e.- The disciplinary, criminal and country-to-sports aspects of sports disputes.

f.- International Law and Sports disputes.

g.- Arbitration as a process for the settlement of sports disputes.

B.- The results of the Congress are described as follows:

1) Sports disputes have been observed since the ancient times, like the
disputes described by Homer, and appear to be disputes of the world of sports,
which is governed by its own national and international regulations, also being
subject to the rules of the society and of common law, where it actually belongs.
2) A great number of systems regarding the settlement of sports disputes the
been applied by the competent sports authorities in each country. These
systems principally depend on national law, while the procedure to be followed
for the resolution of sports disputes seems to be intricate and complicated. The
element of time, where administration of justice in Sports is concerned, seems to
be having a considerable importance.

3) Disputes arising in the Field of professional sports are even more serious,
mostly with reference to financial and contractual relations.

4) Likewise, the question, of disputes arising within the framework of
international sports seems to be extremely important, since the applicable law is
a crucial consideration as to the settlement of disputes of disputes between
athletes and associations.

5) Arbitration is considered to be an institutional process for the settlement of
sports disputes, where Financial and contractual controversies in sports are
concerned; in particular, arbitration should be established on such an agreement
between countries and associations as ensuring objectivity and independence of
judgement, free of constitutional problems, where the mutual consent is the
predominant features.



6) Furthermore, a trial in substance must be established, where sports are
concerned, in order to ensure the judicial protection of sports life, with the
constitutional guarantees regarding the protection of the rights of athletes, as
well as of other natural and legal persons involved in the sports activity.

C.- The Congress adopts the following conclusions:

1) A committee must be established to elaborate the regulative framework,
namely an International Code of Sports Law, which may be specified according
to the National Sports Law .

2) Sports disputes eventually arising in the International level must be tried by an
International Sports Court, with specific departments, following an agreement
to be drawn up by and between governmental and non-governmental
associations involved in Sports.

D.- The General Meeting of the International Association of Sports Law, where
the Greek representation was really remarkable ( almost 10 members attending )
decided that : The next Fourth International Congress on Sports Law will be held
in Barcelona , Spain with the following subject: «FINANCIAL AND
CONTRACTUAL RELATIONS ON SPORTS».
